	The property was originally deeded to the Lutz family and the original buildings are assumed built by them. There are now three people living in the home Lucky, Barry, and a Grandson. The First sign of Paranormal activity was shortly after moving in. Lucky’s Mother saw the former owner Joe Kraft.  Joe passed in the home shortly before the Sipe’s purchase in 1985 and some of his furniture still remains. One of the young female family members would always play with an imaginary little girl she named Meadow under the same table in the front room until one day after years she announced that Meadow went to live in the Hatbox under Grammies bed. To this day she insists that’s where Meadow is. Another time a Billy the Fish would start and sing by itself after having been turned off the first time and then the batteries removed the second. An old electric organ that wasn’t anywhere near an outlet started playing by itself and Barry witnessed the keys physically moving before it stopped playing. One time when Lucky was standing at the kitchen sink she saw smoke blow over her shoulder and it smelled like cigarettes. When she turned around nobody was there and it was then she realized that the only person she allowed to smoke in the house was her Brother who had passed not to long before. Other events are an Aunt watching a man walk through the home and then through a door that is nailed shut and Lucky once saw a man in the mirror behind her dressed in a trench coat and Stetson hat. This man had no face it was just dark. This event still bothers her because of its perceived nature. Just a few weeks ago a dog size shadow was seen moving through the home. In addition to all of this Lucky ads that she likes to read for a little before going to sleep. During this time she is often hears what sounds like a group of people singing hymns. She hears this in her room only. She did try to get a second person to confirm however Barry is a little hard of hearing so no confirmation has been made to date.

OPERATIONAL INSTRUCTIONS:

· Arrival on site prior to 7:00 PM for 7:30 start.  

· Upon arrival client will provide brief summary of activity in the Living Room area of the home.  The first floor is small – we will be establishing our contact area in the living room but will also investigate there.  Following introductions and client presentation, investigators will disperse throughout the home to gather baseline evidence according to their first rotation assignments (baseline photos, EMF readings and temp). During this time all camcorders should be setup as well.

· Plan on three rotations of 45 minutes to 60 minutes in length.

· The first 10 minutes of each rotation will be a “vigil” (no movement, talking or “radio chatter”)

· A group EVP will likely take place between the second and third rotations – to be determined based on activity

· Video Cameras will be set up on the first and second floors as well as the attic. Dave and Gordon will have these areas covered.  All other camcorders that are available should be utilized at the investigators digression. Please remember “when possible” to video any sessions that use a KII meter for evidence.

· Radios will utilize Channel 6 as the primary and Channel 7 as the alternate. Everyone is asked to check there radios during the original walk through to insure they are in working order etc.
· We will be hosting two special guests Allison Dougherty a writer, and Judy Dietrich a sensitive that would like to be considered to join our group here in Harrisburg. Along with these two Ladies there will be four members of the Sipe family on site. Two of these members would like to participate in the investigation also so rotations will be adapted throughout the night. 

· The Basements, attic, and out building are all unheated so dress appropriately. 

· B.Y.O. snacks and something to drink for between rotations

Outline of “Sipe” property and general area of 690 Old Cly Road, Yorkhaven Pa.

The house of Barry and Lucky Sipe was constructed some were in 1900 to 1902.

Delaware Indians largely occupied the area until the Quakers came to the area in 1737. Quakers from Chester and Lancaster County then took over the land. Farming was wide spread in the area during that time.

In both 1780 and 1817 flooding devastated the area and many lives were lost.

In 1850 the Atlantic Saw Mill and Sandstone Mine was the largest employer in this area. The sandstone mine lasted only 20 years. The lumber mill gave the area income until the 1900’s.

The oldest and largest houses in the area where all used for town meetings, church services, and funerals. This is a possibility with the Sipe home however no records indicated so.

In the 1890’s and 1900’s small one room school house’s started to be built. By a map in the historical society during this time frame there were 5 schools built. Two of these schools were located very close to the Sipe home. These schools were called the Hay Run, and the River School.

In 1890 a huge scandal in this area was the talk of the town. Jack Berger committed suicide by hanging himself in one of the schoolhouses. The schoolhouse was not named. And not much information was given on the event.

   EMF/Temp readings:

· Temperature in the home ranged from 66 to 71. The warmest being both the kitchen and 2nd floor

· EMF- The kitchen and 2nd floor middle room had the highest constant reading between 2.3 and 3.6. The rest of the home was within typical specs. of .3 to 1.1

        Recorded Anomalies/Incident report

· EMF-K-II readings- Readings fluctuated in apparent appropriate response to questions during first and second rotations along with final group EVP session.

· Temp Changes- A significant drop in temperature was detected several times during the 2nd rotation and final group EVP sessions.

· Electronic #1-A fan on the second floor came on twice after investigators had turned it off.

· Electronic #2-During the 2nd rotation on the first floor a video camera went on standby by itself, at the same time a digital voice recorder showed that it was out of memory which, could not have been possible. 

· Electronic #3-Batteries on all investigators equipment went dead during the evening to an unusual extant. 

· Video #1-The upstairs video camera caught several abnormalities, however it is inconclusive as to whether or not this is any form of evidence. 

· Video #2- Several EMF spikes were videoed during 1st floor and group EVP sessions these will be presented as evidence.

· Visual #1- Team member Angel witnessed a shadow pass behind Karen upstairs; following this they both felt a drastic temperature drop.  Visual #2- I was outside during the 2nd rotation, looking at the basement door when I   witnessed a silhouette of a man against the white door, then it vanished.

· Physical #1 - 10:40 pm Marci stated someone touched her hair

· Spiritual-   Our team member/sensitive Angel reported getting light headed upstairs, feeling severe chest pain during the group EVP session, and got the distinct feeling that when it was asked how many spirits where present 4 was the answer. She also had a feeling of sadness towards the end of the group EVP session, like what ever was there misunderstood and thought we were asking it to leave. 

· Photo- Out of 900+ photos, four will be presented as evidence. One outdoor mist, one indoor orb, and a before and after indoor mist photo’s using a full spectrum camera and UV lighting.

· EVP- None. Out of 14+ hours of audio all proved inconclusive.

               Conclusion: Is the building haunted?

From personal experiences of the client and investigators as well as the gathered evidence from the investigation, the CRPT feels that there is a paranormal presence within the building.  The spirit(s) do not appear to be malevolent and the activity seems to be enacted is an attempt to establish and maintain contact with the client.
