The Mansfield University library used to be an all female residence hall (way back when it was first built in the 1800's and early 1900's). It then served as a mixed residence hall, before sitting vacant for about ten years in the 1990's. The plan was to demolish the building, but the university and community came together to remodel it and convert it into the library which stands today. 

The university itself sits on the side of a hill, which at one time was a camp location for the Susquehannock Indian tribe. A Civil War regiment from Tioga County, known as "The Bucktail Regiment" also used the location for drills and camp.

Stories have circulated for years about paranormal experiences people have had in the library- ranging from sounds, to books moving off of the shelves to seeing apparitions. The two most popular stories is actually one, with two possible endings. A girl named Sarah was a resident during the time the library was a female dorm. Her room was on the sixth floor (the actual floor is in dispute, but the most popular version is the 6th), which is closed off. Sarah was singing and dancing around and ended up falling over the balcony railing to her death on the bottom where the great seal is placed. It is said that her body imprint and blood can still be seen sometimes. The second version goes exactly as the first, except she did not fall- she was pushed. In any case, there is no record of a Sarah ever having died there.

Investigative Report:


Our team arrived at the location. Lead Investigator, Rozell secured the building and identified

the 2nd floor Study across from the circulation desk as the Command Center. Pictures were taken of the outside of the building for a baseline. Ms. Christie Martin and Scott DiMarco conducted an extensive tour of the entire North Hall building and highlighted “hot spots” of activity. Mr. DiMarco then outlined the out of bounds areas due to safety concerns. The Team held an organizational to identify any operational changes and assign Teams and rotations for the evening. Due to the number of video cameras available it was determined that the cameras would remain with the individual teams with a fifth camera as a static camera on 4th floor (north wing).

The Teams were dispatched into their assigned areas and began their investigation. The first and second rotations lasted approximately 1:00 hour per rotation with a fifteen minute between rotation for rest and to share information.  A ten minute vigil was conducted at the beginning of each rotation An EVP session was conducted at the conclusion of the first rotation lasting approximately 30 minutes.

Our team then compiled the information and evidence to review later. We spent the next

few weeks reviewing, analyzing and reanalyzing what we believe was evidence.

Findings/Closure of Case
Our team reviewed the evidence we captured on still digital and 35 mm cameras, audio EVP recordings,

Video cameras with Night Shot capability and personal experiences. The amount of evidence is limited with the amount of investigators, time and equipment that had been deployed.
In researching background into the legend of “Sarah” there are multiple stories and reports of experiences, however there is little in the way of documentation to back up the claims.  Additionally it appears that it would have been impossible for her to have fallen from the balcony in the center of the building during the time frame proposed.   This is based on reports that the floors were closed off and not a straight floor to ceiling open area that presently exists.

This aside the amount of evidence and experiences collected by CRPT, as well as the amount of historical claims of activity leads this investigative team to believe that there is definite Paranormal Activity in the Mansfield University-North Hall.
BUT the real question is always…is the North hall haunted? .Our Team does not deem a location “haunted” on a whim but only with substantial evidence. The investigation on November 5, 2011 did not reveal the type of evidence that would support a haunting of any type. It is important to remember, however, entities do not respond to our time frame or appear “on stage” to perform. Simply put we base our conclusion on tangible evidence and activity and in this case the lack of tangible evidence is the telltale sign. 
Please do not misunderstand we are in no way questioning the reliability of the numerous teams that have investigated in the past and deemed the location haunted.  We are only saying that based on the tangible evidence we were (or were not) able to gather on November 5, 2011 we cannot substantiate a haunting.
The Coal Region Paranormal Team wants to thank Scott and Christie for the hospitality and efforts to allow us to investigate this beautiful and historic location we would look forward to investigating the North Hall and/or other locations on the campus in the future.
